His bones/relics were moved to Venice in ~828. His emblem, the winged lion  , became the symbol of the city of 

Venice. His bones are buried in the basilica of St. Mark [Basilica Cattedrale Patriarcale di San Marco] in Venice, 

Italy. 

Mark, the gospel writer is believed to be:  

¶ the son of the well-to-do woman named Mary of Jerusalem (Acts 12:12) whose house was a meeting place 

for disciples. We, at St. Mark LC, welcome all people to worship. 

¶ the boy who followed Jesus into the Garden of Gethsemane and ran away when Jesus was arrested (MK

We, at St. Mark LC, have 

a careful recorder of our congregational history in Bob Nelson who captured the first 50 years through 

investigation and interviews, etc. 

¶ the one who may have founded the Church in Alexandria in Egypt. We, at St. Mark LC, have been the 

source of other ELCA Lutheran starts in the area: Peace LC, and Grace & Glory. 

¶ the one who was in prison with Paul in Rome (Col 4:10)

Each of the four Evangelists were assigned winged creatures as emblems that came from the descriptions in St. 

His gospel 

begins with the story of John the Baptist who was from the wilderness where lions lived. That is one possible 

explanation as to why that one was assigned to him. You may discover other reasons as to why the lion is an apt 

emblem for St. Mark as you study and become engaged in his gospel account this year.

The liturgy we 

use in Advent is from With One Voice, the Bread of Life setting. We chant the Psalm 

responsively using a familiar Psalm tone.  

Dec. 4 is Advent II ς The lesson is from Mark 1:1-8 John the Baptist prepares the way of 

the Lord, inviting us to enter the journey to see ourselves more clearly in the light of 

Christ. 

Dec. 11 is Advent III ς the lesson describes Jesus as the light of the world in John 1. On 

this Sunday the choir and other musicians carry us, musically, through Advent and into 

Christmas with a variety of selections directed by Kristi Van Doorn, our dir. of music 

ministry.  
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Dec. 18 is Advent IV ς the lesson is from Luke 1, the announcement to Mary that she will 

bear the Christ child. 

After worship on 12/18, we will gather to eat and then decorate the Christmas tree in 

the chancel hanging the chrismons that were handmade by our congregation years ago. 

Dec. 24th is Christmas Eve. We have a family service at 5:00 pm and a candle light service 

at 11 PM, both services with Holy Communion.  

Dec. 25th falls on the last Sunday so we will celebrate the birth of Jesus, the Word made 

flesh, on Christmas day, reading John 1:1-14.
