   After such a harsh summer last year in 2010, the perennial garden this year is off to a 

great start:  the yellow daffodils, red tulips and bluish-purple Spanish bluebells (scilla 

hispanica) bloomed at Easter, followed by the heavenly blue of the biennial love-in-a-

mist (nigella), the bright magenta pink of the hardy geranium or cranesbill (geranium 

sanguineum), and the soft delicate pink of the showy Mexican evening primrose
