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MISSION COUNCIL HIGHLIGHTS:           

 

Council Highlights from October 11, 2011 

  

The October 2, 2011 congregational meeting was discussed, including the 

implications of the HVAC decision for the youth ministry proposal.  There was 

discussion of whether/how the upcoming pledge process should be used to guide 

decisions on the youth ministry proposal.  Council thought it would be best to do 

pledging in the normal way, while offering two budgets at the annual meeting, one 

wit h a youth ministry line item and one without.  Results of the pledging process, 

which might reveal the extent of congregational support for the youth ministry 

proposal , would be reported to the congregation. It was reported that St. Mark has 

received significant pledge increases from two families  subsequent to the 

congregational meeting.

that the Synod has made drastic cuts in the last few years, and that St. Mark has 

agreed to increase its Synod giving gradually to 10 percent of our income over a few

8.5 percent to 9 percent next year. Council agreed to use this number in the budget 

being developed for next year, subject to possible change depending on the results 

of pledging. 

There was discussion of putting a line item in the budget for United Lutheran 

Appeal.  It was suggested that we might use this money to match individual 

contributions made by members of the congregation.  It was suggested that we 

should put off making a decision about this for a year (i.e. until the 2013 budget 

process). 

There was consideration of a request that funding be provided for youth to hear Rob 

Bell speak.  A motion was made and passed for the church offer to pay the full cost 

($25 per person) for youth who wish to hear Rob Bell, while asking youth who 

attend to contribute what they can toward this cost.
