When the tower's bells ring, the Sisters gather throughout the day for 
scheduled periods of prayer, called the Liturgy of the Hours.  Visitors are welcome either to 
purchase cheese or to visit the monastery chapel.  Cheese sells from 9-11 AM and 2-4 PM daily 
except Sundays and Thursdays.  All women are welcome to our gathering.  Contact Ann Charlton 
at  avc138@aol.com  or 973-5482  with questions.

ELCA NEWS:    

CELEBRATING THE 10TH ANNIVERSARY OF FULL COMMUNION RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN THE ELCA, THE 
EPISCOPAL CHURCH, THE ELCCANADA AND THE ANGLICAN CHURCH OF CANADA. 
    The church leaders, representing the ELCA, The Episcopal Church, the Evangelical Lutheran Church in 
Canada and the Anglican Church of Canada, made the statement that the churches will each celebrate 
the 10th anniversary of their full communion relationships in simultaneous worship services May 1 in the 
Buffalo, N.Y. and Fort Erie, Ontario. [Bishop Mark] Hanson will preside at a celebratory worship service at 
Holy Trinity Lutheran Church, Buffalo.  
     "Ten years ago, when Lutherans and Anglicans in Canada and in the United States embarked on 
journeys of full communion with one another, we pledged our commitment to unity in Christ for the sake 
of the mission of Christ's church," the bishops wrote. "On this anniversary, we rejoice and give thanks for 
those places of cooperation and ministry that our agreements have enabled." 
     The church leaders said they chose "a place near the border between our countries to celebrate our 
historic agreements, to provide a unified witness to the saving grace of our Lord Jesus, to share our 
commitment for renewal in Christ's Church and God's creation, and to serve our neighbor in need." 
     "As we continue this journey, we call upon our pastors, bishops, and denominational and 
congregational leaders to active engagement in God's mission and an increase in their capacity for 
multiplying ministry in the world," the leaders said.

Mr. Robert 
Johnson of Region Ten Services, and City Councilors and Supervisors attended (Huja, Szakos, 
Dorrier) or responded to requests for commitments to address issues with transition services and 
housing for people with mental illness.  Mr. Johnson committed to developing the Healthy 
Transitions Program, which would provide medication and necessary mental health services to 
people released from correctional facilities during the 2-3 month period before other support, e.g. 
Medicaid benefits can be obtained.   The City and County were asked to share the estimated 
$85,000 cost. The Councilors and Supervisors were also asked to support development of a 
proposal for housing people with mental illness as part of the upcoming comprehensive planning 
process.   All of the Councilors and Supervisors present supported the former proposal, but there 
were alternative suggestions on the latter.  There will be a report on progress toward the Healthy 
Transitions Program at the IMPACT Assembly in the fall.
